The Clock Tower is approximately 0.75 m square and 2.0 m high, with a square clock on three faces (not the side facing away from the street) at the top.  At the base, or on the north side, is a rectangular split block cairn, containing a time capsule.





There are plaques on the side of the tower facing Barrack Street, with inscriptions as follows:





1	Rotary Badge


2	Merredin - 100 years
