Background

Council Endorsed the 2022-23 Budget in a Special meeting of Council on 9 August 2022.

The following Officer’'s Recommendation was put forward to Council in Item 14.1, which was
carried 7/0 (CM Ref# 82978):

That Council;

1. Pursuant to the provisions of Section 6.2 of the Local Government Act 1995 and Part
3 of the Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996, ADOPTS the
2022-23 Budget as contained in Attachments 14.1A and 14.1B, for the Shire of
Merredin;

2. Pursuant to Sections 6.32, 6.33, 6.34 and 6.35 of the Local Government Act 1995
IMPOSES the following differential general and minimum rates on Gross Rental and
Unimproved Values adopted for the purpose of yielding the deficiency disclosed by
the Municipal Fund Budget in the Rate Setting Statement:

4. Pursuant to Section 6.45 of the Local Government Act 1995 and Regulation 67 of the
Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996, ADOPTS an instalment
administration charge where the owner has elected to pay rates (and service charges)
through an instalment option of $13 for each instalment after the initial instalment is
paid;

5. Pursuant to Section 6.45 of the Local Government Act 1995 and Regulation 68 of the
Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996, ADOPTS an interest rate
of 5.5% where the owner has elected to pay rates (and service charges) through an
instalment option;

6. Pursuantto Section 6.51(1) and subject to Section 6.51(4) of the Local Government Act
1995 and Regulation 70 of the Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations
1996, ADOPTS an interest rate of 6.0% for rates (and service charges) and costs of
proceedings to recover such charges that remain unpaid after becoming due and
payable;

7. Pursuant to Section 67 of the Waste Avoidance and Resources Recovery Act 2007,
ADOPTS the Schedule of Fees and Charges for the Shire of Merredin removal and/or
deposit of domestic and commercial waste included in Attachment 14.1C;

8. Pursuant to Section 5.99 of the Local Government Act 1995 and Regulation 34 of the
Local Government (Administration) Regulations 1996, ADOPTS the following annual
fees for payment of elected members in lieu of individual meeting attendance fees:

Comment

Due to an administrative error, a table was missing from the Officer’s Recommendation in the
Budget 22-23 resolution, regarding the Gross Rental Values (GRV) for general rates.

Without Council’s acceptance of this value, the Administration is unable to issue rates notices
which is why the Administration seeks further resolution of this matter by Council.

The GRV value to be approved by Council is listed below:
Gross Rental Value Minimum Rate Ratein $

GRV $910 0.11260

The proposed general and minimum rate amounts listed in this table, for the purpose of
yielding the deficiency disclosed by the Municipal Fund Budget in the Rate Setting Statement
(as per Attachment 14.1A) were previously approved by Council in the Ordinary meeting on
24 May 2022 (CM Ref# 82922).

To meet the governance requirements for the issuing of rates, the recommendation of this
report is to replace Item 2 of the previous ‘2022-23 Budget Adoption’ item accepted by
Council in the Special Council Meeting held on 9 August 2022 (resolution CM Ref: 82978), to
include the table shown above in addition to the differential rates table. The statement of
objects and reasonings for differential rates is included as Attachment 14.1B.

The remainder of the resolution accepted by Council in the Special Council Meeting held on 9
August 2022 (resolution CM Ref: 82978) at items 1, and items 3-10 inclusive, remain in place
as the remaining requirements for the adoption of the budget.

The draft 2022-23 Budget is based on the objectives contained in the Strategic Community
Plan and Policy 3.18 Financial Reserves.

Statutory Implications
Section 6.2 of the Local Government Act 1995 requires that no later than 31 August in each

financial year, the local government is to prepare and adopt a budget for its municipal fund
for the financial year ending on the next following 30 June.
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Division 5 and 6 of Part 6 of the Local Government Act 1995 refers to the setting of budgets
and raising of rates and charges. The Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations
1996 details the form and content of the budget. The draft 2022-23 Budget as presented is
considered to meet the statutory requirements.
